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Education 
 
The Borough is well served with schools, with most of the 18 villages still retaining their own primary 
schools. There are two schools for children with special needs in the town, Rowan Gate (3–11) and The 
Friars (11–16). New facilities have been developed and a wide range of abilities are catered for, including 
provision for children with autism and multiple learning needs. 
 
Northamptonshire County Council is the Local Education Authority which operates Wellingborough's State-
owned schools. Full details of all the County's schools, plus application procedures can be found on the 
County Council's website, www.northamptonshire.gov.uk or by calling 01604 236236. 
 
Further education facilities are available at Tresham Institute, situated in the town centre. The college 
maintains close links with all secondary schools in the area and with commerce and industry. A wide variety 
of vocational and non-vocational courses are offered. Their website is www.tresham.ac.uk  
 
Wellingborough School is situated near to the town centre and is one of the best known independent Head 
Masters Conference Schools in the Midlands. Founded in 1595, the school is co-educational, 3–18, with good 
academic and extra-curricular facilities.

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Shopping 
 
The market dates back to 1201 when a Charter by King John to the Abbot of Croyland gave permission for a 
weekly market to be held. This was a factor of great importance in the growth and prosperity of the town in 
the 13th century because it brought in people from the surrounding areas. 
Markets are still held on Wednesdays, Fridays and Saturdays, with a bric-a-brac market on Tuesdays and a 
Farmer’s market on the last Thursday of each month and provide a colourful contrast to the shopping 
centre.  
 
Wellingborough has a range of stores both in it's bustling town centre and on the fringes of town. The 
Swansgate Shopping Centre houses over fifty shops from big name stores to independent retailers. 
 
National retailers represented in Wellingborough include Boots, WH Smiths, Burton, Woolworths, HMV, 
Clarks Shoes, and Adams. Supermarkets in Wellingborough include Sainsbury, Tesco and Morrison's. 
 
 

Culture 
 
Wellingborough has a strong variety of arts & culture activities and opportunities offered across the 
Borough.  The Castle provides a wonderful and varied programme of theatre, music, dance and visual arts 
throughout the year, details of which can be found at www.thecastle.org.uk  
 
Built on the site of the former Cattle Market in the centre of Wellingborough, The Castle, which opened in 
January 1995, is financially supported by the Borough Council. One of its many prestige facilities is the 
versatile main theatre, which will accommodate major drama and music productions for audiences of 500, 
in raked seating format or can be transformed into flat floor format for conferences, trade exhibitions, 
social events and other functions. 
 
The Castle attracts professional touring companies of all kinds, and is committed to providing a varied and 
stimulating arts and education programme for the whole community, in addition to offering top quality 
facilities to business and industry. 
 
The Castle boasts the most up-to-date facilities for arts, community and business use and, as well as the 
main theatre, it offers a smaller theatre seating up to 100 people, large and small meeting rooms, craft 
workshops, exhibition areas, an art gallery, full catering service, licensed bar and free on-site parking. 
 
All public and backstage areas are fully wheelchair-accessible and there are two lifts. There are plans for 
part of the basement to be converted into a Studio in which to hold artistic workshops and for access to be 
improved. 
 
In addition to this, the Borough Council provides a range of workshops and activities.  For young people 
there's the summer activities culminating in the SMART Festival.  The music programme includes high 
quality lunchtime concerts at Tithe Barn.  There is also the Wellingborough Open Art Competition and the 
Artist in Residence scheme which run alternate years. 
Further to this are the numerous and varied activities and opportunities offered by the many arts groups 
and organisations in the Borough." 
 
Within the Borough, there are a number of places to stay and / or eat. Details are too varied to list here, 
but may be found either in the Yellow Pages or on websites such as www.explorenorthamptonshire.co.uk or

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Sports and leisure 
 
A variety of sports and leisure facilities are available in Wellingborough and the surrounding areas. 
 
Redwell Leisure Centre in Barnwell Road comprises a multi-purpose sports hall, fitness suite which is fully 
accessible and has equipment specifically designed for disabled people; squash courts and outdoor facilities 
for football, cricket, tennis, bowls, etc. A wide range of activities are catered for, including dance and 
aerobic classes and children's activities such as Tiny Tumblers, a crèche, birthday parties.  The centre also 
runs a GP Referral scheme and an Inclusive Fitness Initiative scheme aimed at disabled people. 
 
The town's current swimming pool is in Croyland Road. It has a main pool measuring 25 metres by 12.8 
metres, a learners' pool with a depth of 0.75 metre, a meeting room and solarium facilities. Full programme 
and pricing details are available from the pool on 01933 225916.  
 
The Council is currently constructing a new pool in Cannon Street to replace the existing one. The new 
facility will contain a 25 metre main pool, a 15 metre teaching pool, a crèche facility, a multi purpose 
room, a health and fitness gyn, and a dance studio. The facility is due to open early in 2007and will operate 
a similar swimming programme to the current facility.  
 
Weavers Leisure Centre in Weavers Road is a dual-use centre, used by Weavers School during the day and by 
the public in the evenings, weekends and school holidays. The Centre comprises a multi-purpose main hall 
for badminton, basketball, netball, football etc, a climbing wall, a gymnasium with semi-sprung floor and 
two floodlit all-weather areas. Equipment may be hired from the reception area. There is a licensed bar and 
vending machines. These facilities are used regularly for training and match nights, including gymnastics, 
football and badminton clubs, as well as a club for the disabled. A netball league is run at the Centre 
throughout the winter months. 
 
Football enthusiasts are well catered for in the Borough and surrounding areas, where several Saturday and 
Sunday leagues are organised. There are a number of private pitches, and the Council owns and maintains 
20 others for league and casual use. For those who prefer to spectate, Wellingborough Town Football Club, 
the 'Doughboys', play at their ground in London Road.  
 
Northampton Town Football Club play at a modern multi-purpose all-seater stadium situated at Six Fields, 
Duston, Northampton, off the A45. Kettering Town Football Club play in the Football Conference and their 
ground is on Rockingham Road, Kettering. Rushden and Diamonds Football Club, also in the Football 
Conference, play at Nene Park, Station Road, Irthlingborough, and the adjacent Diamond Centre is available 
for conferences, exhibitions, parties etc. 
 
Wellingborough School has one of the finest cricket fields in the county which has been used for county 
cricket. Wellingborough Cricket Club plays in the Premier Division of the County League at a splendid 
ground off Redwell Road. Finedon Dolben Cricket Club plays in Division One of the County League. 
Wellingborough School is also the host each August to the County Tennis Tournament. There are several 
tennis clubs in the area with their own courts as well as a number of other grass and hard courts. 
 
Bowls is a sport whose growing popularity has been recognised with the opening of a green in Irchester, in 
addition to those already in use at Finedon, Earls Barton and in Wellingborough itself. The town's public 
greens are in Swanspool Gardens in the town centre and at Redwell Leisure Centre. The Wellingborough 
Bowling Club in Hatton Park Road has both indoor and outdoor greens. 
 
The Waendel Weekend, an internationally-recognised Walking, Cycling and Swimming Event takes place in 
Wellingborough each May/June. The weekend comprises a number of walks or cycle rides of varying 
distance from 10km to 42km, taking in both the town itself and its surrounding rural areas. Other activities 
include swimming and musical entertainment throughout the weekend. As well as local participants, the 
Walk attracts many international visitors from the continent, and as far afield as Japan and Australia! Many 
of the walkers use the event as an opportunity to raise funds for various local and national charities and, 
over the years, the Walk has proved to be a great family occasion. 
 
A 24-lane ten-pin bowling alley with associated leisure facilities is situated on the Victoria Retail Park 
adjacent to the A45. 
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Water sport enthusiasts do not have too far to travel for inland sailing, as Grafham Water, which caters for 
a range of yacht and dinghy classes, is one of the finest locations for inland sailing in the country. In 
addition, Pitsford Reservoir, near Northampton, and the Middle Nene Cruising Club at Thrapston, cater for 
inland sailing. 
 
For those whose preference is for water travel, access to the canal system and The Wash, for estuary 
cruising, may be gained from Wellingborough, which is conveniently situated on the Nene, a navigable river. 
Angling is one of the most flourishing sports in the area, due no doubt to the well-stocked waters to which 
the Wellingborough Nene Angling Club has considerable rights. Pitsford Reservoir and Grafham Water offer 
first class trout fishing. 
 
Within travelling distance of the town are three national centres for motor sport. Santa Pod raceway at 
Podington, approximately six miles south-east from Wellingborough, is a famous centre for drag racing, 
where regular meetings are held; and Silverstone, the home of the British Grand Prix, is half an hour's car 
journey from Wellingborough. Rockingham Motor Speedway is around half an hour way, near Corby. 
 
The aerodrome at Sywell, between Wellingborough and Northampton, is one of the largest grass aerodromes 
in the country. It has three runways, the largest of which is 900 metres in length. It is the only fully-licensed 
aerodrome in Northamptonshire, and is used extensively for business, training, helicopter and private flying. 
 
For those who prefer less strenuous pastimes, Wellingborough has flourishing clubs and societies catering for 
interests as diverse as bridge, embroidery, philately, and photography. The Borough has many parks and 
open spaces, ranging from well-tended gardens at Swanspool and Croyland to parks such as Bassetts Close, 
Castle Fields, Croyland Park, Eastfield Park, Queensway Park, the Nene Gateway and at Finedon the 
Recreation Ground and Banks Park. 
 
Public halls are available for hire from the Council; the Tithe Barn, Swanspool Pavilion, Finedon Town Hall, 
and Hemmingwell Community Centre are all suitable for such functions as coffee mornings, discos and 
wedding receptions. Glamis Hall provides day care facilities for many of the Borough's elderly inhabitants.  
 
Wellingborough has several places of interest on its doorstep, including Irchester, Sywell and Finedon 
Country Parks; Castle Ashby House, Althorpe House and Wicksteed Park; Billing Aquadrome and Overstone 
Solarium, both of which have facilities for caravan enthusiasts as well as swimming pools and other 
amenities.

Leisure Facilities 
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Kettering operates a wide selection of different leisure facilities, some of which are mentioned below: 
 
Wicksteed Park was one of the first leisure parks in Britain, and today its 180 acres of amusement rides and 
parkland still attract over half a million visitors a year.   

Kettering Leisure Village (known as ‘KLV’) is a major regional sports, leisure, and entertainments centre.  
The venue has attracted top names in music and entertainment, is firmly established on the concert circuit, 
and has twice hosted the English Open Table Tennis Championships. The hall is also very suitable for 
exhibitions and conferences. 

The Leisure Village also boasts a new health club, indoor tennis and squash courts, an arena suitable for a 
variety of sports such as badminton, basketball, netball and 5-a-side football, an indoor adventure 
playground for children and a 400-metre athletics track. 

There are golf courses at Kettering, Corby, Oundle, Northampton and Wellingborough and a number of new 
courses are planned in the area. A modern indoor swimming pool in the town centre complements the one 
at KLV. 

For anglers, there are many rivers and still waters including nearby trout fisheries. 

Motor sport enthusiasts are well served in Northamptonshire with Silverstone, Rockingham Motor Speedway 
and Santa Pod in the county. 

Horse racing fans can enjoy a day at the races at Towcester and Huntingdon race courses. 
 
Private flying takes place from Sywell and Deenethorpe within the county, and gliding clubs flourish at 
Sibbertoft and Lyveden. There are also sailing clubs at Pitsford Water, Cransley Reservoir and Thrapston 
Lakes. The scope for country pursuits abounds in the area. There are many country parks within a short 
drive, and the Nene and Brampton Valley Ways are easily accessible.
